a jury of representatives from each field selects the best projects, comparing architectural and urban design ini-
tiatives in the countries that comprise the lbero-American community: Spain, Portugal, and Latin America. The
exhibition includes architectural and urban planning projects, publications, research, proposals and videos from
2009-11.

The Ibero-American Architecture and Urban Design Biennial (IAUB) is an initiative that was launched in 1998 by
the Directorate-General of Architecture, Housing and Land of the Ministry of Public Works of Spain. The eight
biennials held have positioned it as one of the leading forums of architectural and urban planning in the Ibero-

American community. The next edition of the IAUB (IX) will be held in Rosario, Argentina in October 2014.

To date, biennials have been held in Madrid (1998), Mexico City (2000), Santiago de Chile (2002), Lima (2004),
Montevideo (2006), Lisbon (2008), Medellin (2010) and Cadiz (2012). The latest edition coincided with the cel-
ebration of the bicentenary of Europe’s first great liberal charter: the Spanish Constitution of 1812, fondly known

as “La Pepa”, which was signed in Cadiz.

The 8th Ibero-American Architecture and Urban Design Biennial exhibition offers a selection of projects produced
in Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guate-
mala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Portugal, Puerto Rico, Spain, Uruguay and Venezuela.
The IAUB is organized by the Directorate-General of Architecture, Housing and Land of the Ministry of Public
Works of Spain. With the support of the Spanish Agency for International Development Cooperation (AECID),
the Council of Architects’ Associations of Spain, and the Caja de Arquitectos Foundation. This exhibition was also
made possible through the generous support of the Embassy of Spain to the United States, the Permanent Ob-
server Mission of Spain to the Organization of American States, the Organization of American States, the Spain-

USA Foundation, and the Friends of the Art Museum of the Americas.
